Ø  Time Min / Max 
Ø  Access Url, Access Estimated Size, Thumbnail Url 
Ø  Processing Level 
Ø  Release Date 

 
Next goal: How to determine data product type automatically 
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PSA EPN-TAP: Query by target name 
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PSA EPN-TAP: Lessons learned 

 
Data Model: 
 

Ø  Epn_core View: access very slow, many table joins. 
Ø  Epn-core Table: best solution to improve performance 

 
Performance with huge data tables: 
 

Ø  Access timeout (<10s) almost reached for simple queries. 
Ø  Very slow for more complex queries. 
Ø  Possibility to separate schema for each mission: Loses multi-mission aspect
