Carbon Footprint
• The carbon footprint of an IVOA Interop is not negligible.  

From the list of registered participants (and there institute 
location), the impact of this meeting reaches 155 tons of CO2 
(travel only) for 126 participants => 1.2 ton / participant… 
NB: Carbon neutral = 1.2 to 2 tons / person / year 

• Local actions for this meeting: 
- plenary session with teleconference (crossing fingers…) 
- sustainable catering service, with local and organic 
procurement, as well as reintegration program employees 
- “green Monday” (no meat), and veggie option the other days.  
- reusable, recyclable or compostable tableware 
- “ecocup” goodie (use it to reduce the waste)
