At GAVO, we're using a special BTEX class facilitating authoring of tutorials and such.
It's in the repo as well.

...in case you want better version control than with .odt and friends (but we have lots of stuff
in .odt, too, so don’t worry too much).



6. Finding Tutorials

Try "“Is there a tutorial for using TOPCAT'’s TAP client on radio data” on the search engine of
your choice.

With the Registry, there's not much that's missing.

Check the use cases in 3.1 to see if you agree with our choices.

7. Registering Texts

The note proposes type to cover some extra metadata:

the language(s) the document is available in
where the document (and its translations) can be found [should this be a capability?]

where to find an editable version (“source code”) — e.g., a link into our edu repo, or to
github.

a new relationship label, Uses, to link tools or services and tutorials

also, restricting content.level to three values (General, Research, Amateur) — VOResource
1.1 will probably do that.

8. Open Questions

Make VOResource multilingual? Right now, there’s the unwritten rule that the Registry
is English only, and changing that would probably require actual thought and work, as
searching in a hodgepodge of languages is not fun.

How to specify languages? Country codes, language codes? Something else yet?

Once there's a critical mass (perhaps 30 records), make a nice and shiny interface on top
of cold and steely RegTAP for working with the archive
